Commitment.  The greatest value of sports is the ability to enhance the character and uplift the ethics of all participants and the most important aspect of this is your commitment to your teammates, to your coaches and to your school.  We will give all of our effort and strength to both winning and adhering to the ethics of the team. 

Ownership.   Cheating and bad sportsmanship are simply not options because they rob victories of meaning and value and replace the inspirational high ideals of true sport with the degrading and petty values of a dog-eat-dog marketplace. Victories attained in dishonorable ways are hollow and degrade the concept of sport.  Ownership means being responsible for your actions and doing what you can to win but not by dishonorable means.
Unity.  We are a team.  We win, lose, tie, anguish and rejoice all as a unit.  We need to be respectful of one another and only offer constructive criticism where and when it is needed.  If we don’t maintain unity, then the whole system of our team will break down.
Game Ready.  All players will approach practice and pregame and the game itself in exactly the same way because there is nothing more important than discipline and focus.  The focus you display before a match is just as important as the physical effort you will exert during the game.  Be prepared and honest and fully engaged from the meeting room to the practice field to game day. 
Always Be On Time. If it is true that ninety-five per cent of success is just showing up, then success is guaranteed if you show up on time, or even early, prepared for the undertaking in every sense.  We will have a zero-tolerance policy for tardiness for practices, meetings, pre-game dinners, games and all other team functions.  Our rule will be that if you are at least fifteen minutes early, you are merely on time; if you are on time, you are actually late; and if you are in fact late, you are letting down your team, your school and yourself.
